A CoNvoy oF COMPASSION

During 2008, ICF shipped a total of twenty 40-footgoacontainers packed with life-
saving food, clothing, medicine, medical equipment, printing supplies, educational
resources, building materials, vehicles, and more—nearly everything needed to transform
the lives of poverty-stricken children, families, and communifiéat's more than $30 mil
lion in supplies going to our missions in ten countries.

Foop. Naturally, food and clean water are the most basic of all needs. In 2008 ICF shipped hundreds of thousands of pounds c
food from the U.S., while providing the resources for our leadership partners in the countries of need to purchase many times that
amountWe also funded the construction of numerous water wells providing local access to safe drinking water

CLoTHING . Clothing and shoes are not mass producédrioa and so are relatively scarce an
expensiveWWe have a team of volunteers that collects used clothing and shoes from through
surrounding communities, packs, and ships them to our missions for distribution. During 20C
shipped more than 300,000 pounds of clothing and shoes to our missions.

MEDICINE . Medicine inAfrica is in extremely
short supply and is simply too expensive for mos
of the people who desperately needitrough the
generous support of various pharmaceutical sup
ers, we are able to obtain crucial medicines, ship
them directly to the point of need, and get them into the hands of qualified clinics,
doctors, and medical personnel. In 2008 alone, we shipped several million dollars
worth of life-saving medicines, enough to treat nearly 900,000 peopézisgf
from Malaria, yellow feverAIDS, and other illnesses.

OTHER SuppLIES. Through the generous donations of individuals, agencies,
organizations, and corporations, we are able to ship many supplies that are in short
supply in third-world countrieShese items range from building materials, clean
ing supplies, and hospital equipment, to educational materials, printing supplies,
computer equipment, and even vehicles.
